The Metropolitan United Methodist Church Scholarship Committee oversees the awarding of scholarships funded by
members of Metropolitan United Methodist Church. This oversight includes serving as the umbrella under which
other groups within the church that may sponsor scholarships operate.

The Committee will base its awards upon: 1) specific scholarship requirements, 2) church or religious involvement;

* A current, active member of Christian faith and practice, and in good standing at
Metropolitan United Methodist Church.
* Provide evidence of active participation at MUMC.
* Be ahigh school graduate, current or returning student.
* Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) of ‘C’ (2.0 on a 4.0 scale), if applying
while in high school, or ‘C+’ if applying while enrolled in an accredited post-secondary
institution.
* Scholarship recipients are expected to maintain a ‘C’ average.
* Scholarships are not automatically renewed for succeeding school years.
¢ It is the recipients’ responsibility to have their college e-mail, fax or mail an official copy of
their transcript to MUMC at the completion of each semester.
* Provide proof of acceptance or enrollment in an accredited post-secondary institution.
* Provide a current copy of transcript. (Must be an official school transcript with seal).
* Provide three (3) references.
* As a courtesy, you should provide each person who writes a recommendation for you with a
self-addressed, stamped envelope to the church.
¢ Submit all required application materials and comply with all application requirements within the prescribed
time period. All materials must be received by May1, 2014. Incomplete applications, and application
received after the established deadline, and applications received after the post-marked application
deadline will not be accepted.
